Shtar Harsha’ah — Authorization for Sale of Chametz

(Delegation of Power of Attorney)

I, the undersigned, fully empower and permit Rabbi Zitter to act in my place and stead, and on
my behalf, to sell all chametz (leavened products) possessed by me—knowingly or
unknowingly—as defined by Torah and Rabbinic law. This includes all chametz, mixtures of
chametz, possible chametz, and chametz that may adhere to utensils, pots, pans, or other
surfaces.

| also authorize him to lease all places (rooms, areas, properties, etc.) wherein such chametz
may be found, including my home at
business premises (if applicable), or any other location under my control.

has full right and authority to sell and lease by any transactions he
deems fit and proper, in accordance with halacha, for such time as he believes necessary. This
includes performing kinyan chalifin (exchange), kinyan shtar (contract), and any other required
modes of acquisition to effect a complete and binding sale to a non-Jew.

This authorization is made in conformity with all Torah, Rabbinic, and applicable civil laws.

I hereby make this general shtar part of the agreement and give Rabbi Zitter power to appoint a
substitute if needed.
